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ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

OF

A NEW HAMPSHIRE NONPROFIT CORPORATION

THE UNDERSIGNED, BEING PERSONS OF LAWFUL AGE, ASSOCIATE UNDER THE

PROVISIONS OF THE NEW HAMPSHIRE REVISED STATUTES ANNOTATED, CHAPTER 292

BY THE FOLLOWING ARTICLES:

FIRST: The name of the corporation shall be:

Aimee Keene Artisan Center

SECOND: The object for which this corporation is established is:

To provide a place where people of all ages and incomes can take classes in different forms of visual art free of charge, including the supplies needed for the classes.  The Center will also be a place where local artists can work if they do not have a studio of their own.  A gallery will be established at the Center and participants at the Center will be able to display/sell their projects at the gallery, and the Center will receive a percentage of the sale.  The Center will be considered a “safe haven” for the purpose of the advancement in the knowledge and practice of visual arts.

THIRD: The provisions for establishing membership and participation in the corporation are:

Membership is not a requirement. There will be a $5 enrollment fee for the classes and that is to ensure that the participants will be faithful to attend.  A brief background will be taken from all participants, and some screening will be done to ensure the safety of young children/youth that will be participating at the Center.  It is important to ensure that no known or Registered Sex Offenders be allowed to participate at the Center or enter the premises.  

The majority of those involved in the organization will be volunteers, many from our local art community.  We will also look to recruit local youth to volunteer to help in the “Itty Bitty Artisan Room”.  

FOURTH: The provisions for disposition of the corporate assets in the event of dissolution of the

corporation including the prioritization of rights of shareholders and members to corporate assets are:

All assets will either be donated to local schools, or other educational facilities for the advancement of visual art.  Any assets that remain after donation will be auctioned off and all monies will be given to local charities or school programs relating to visual arts, according to Section 501( c)(3) regulations.

SEVENTH: Provision eliminating or limiting the personal liability of a director, an officer or both, to the

Corporation or its shareholders for monetary damages for breach of fiduciary duty as a director, an officer

or both is: (Note 1)

Officers and Directors Insurance will be purchased to protect the Board of Directors from being personally liable for any monetary damages, or other circumstances which would interfere with adequately fulfilling duties as a Board Member.  For breach of fiduciary duty the Board Member/Officer will be asked to step down from their position and a new Board Member will be interviewed to replace them.  
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
